KNOW ABOUT WORLD
1. The European Space Agency(ESA) has unveiled 3-D images of Mars to understand its unique topography. Mars has extraordinary canyons and plains as well as the highest known mountains. These images will help the scientists to figure out how water once flowed across Mars “Mons Olympus” an extinct volcano in Mars towers 27,000 meters above the planet’s surface. 
2. The food and Drug Administration in Mexico said that fishes such as grouper, snapper amberjack and barracuda represent the most significant threat to consumers. They feed on fish that have eaten toxic marine algae. The toxin is stable in the tissue of living fish and doesn’t harms them. But larger carnivores have higher concentration of toxins in their tissue. As a result the grates risk of poisoning for humans comes from eh largest fish. 

3. A new study shows that laser pulses tuned to the right frequency can kill certain viruses. The capsid of a virus is something like the shell of a turtle If the shell can be compromised (by mechanical vibrations) the virus can be inactivated. Live Science quoted physicist Sankey of Arizona State univerist as saying “one impulsive push gets the virus shaking”. 
4. Scientists are investigating the construction of an elevator – a superstrong carbon ribbon reaching into orbit that would transformt eh way we explore space, reducing the cost and the risks. The elevator is anchored at converted oil platform floating in pacifit ocean. Its electric moter and rollers lift climber at up to 120 mph(200km/hr) Trip to space takes about eight days. 
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
